Kentucky Junior Historical Society Conference

The annual KJHS Conference is held each spring for all members of KJHS and includes various academic challenges, social activities, the state contest for Kentucky History Day, and an awards ceremony.  It is a great opportunity for members to showcase the work they have been doing throughout the year and meet other members from across the state.  This year’s conference will be held at the University of Louisville’s Student Activities Center on Friday, April 25 and Saturday, April 26, 2014.

The following competitions are open to grades K-12 and will take place on Friday during the KJHS Conference.  

Youth Division: Grades K-5
Junior Division: Grades 6-8
Senior Division: Grades 9-12

Exhibit Competition
(Youth, Junior, Senior). Groups only.  (Up to 5 students).

Students will have 60 minutes to use a selection of primary sources to create an exhibit project. Each group will develop a topic using their primary sources. The group must then work to develop a thesis statement about their topic using the primary sources to support their statement. Groups will visually arrange their sources to make their topic, thesis and supporting points clear to the viewer. 

To prepare, we encourage students and teachers to take advantage of the primary sources activities available online at www.history.ky.gov. These can be used to help students understand how to use primary sources. Use them to help students practice developing thesis statements.  Please also see the included Exhibit Design Activity for ways to prepare in class.

Kentucky History Test
(Youth, Junior, Senior). Individual only.  

Students will have one hour to complete the History Test. It will be a mix of multiple choice and short answer questions that relate to Kentucky History. They will be provided with documents with which to answer the questions. 

Impromptu Composition
(Youth, Junior, Senior). Individual only. 
A timed, on-the-spot essay that will pertain to Kentucky history.  Students will answer a question on a Kentucky subject using provided primary source(s) as support.  Prior to the conference, a general topic or time period (i.e. Daniel Boone, Abraham Lincoln, the Shakers, Antebellum, Civil War, etc.) to study will be announced for each division. 

Student essays will be evaluated based on the following criteria:
· Organization – 20%
· Clarity of argument – 25%
· Analysis/Interpretation – 30%
· Connection to source – 25%

Note on the Kentucky History Test and Impromptu Composition: No notes allowed.  

Kentucky History Bowl
(Youth, Junior, Senior). Group only. Clubs can have more than one team per division.

A quick-recall tournament held during the conference for teams of four members and one alternate. Questions will be related to Kentucky history and will not feature current events. To study and prepare, students are encouraged to use the Kentucky Encyclopedia or any Kentucky History textbook. 

Kentucky History Day (KHD)

All History Day events take place on the Saturday of the Conference, April 26th.

KJHS members have the opportunity to participate in the Kentucky affiliate of National History Day (NHD), KHD. 
What is History Day?
· History Day is a year-long academic program that challenges students to think like historians while teaching them the important 21st Century Skills that will serve them long after they leave the classroom.  
· Through a variety of project categories, History Day helps students develop their critical thinking skills, encourages their creativity and provides them with a greater proficiency for written and verbal communication.  
· Throughout the school year, students conduct original research using primary and secondary sources to prepare projects based on an annual theme. 
· The annual theme is broad enough to encourage investigation of topics ranging from local and state history to U.S. and world history. The theme for 2014 is Rights and Responsibilities in History. 
· Your students will be able to create a topic that interests them, keeping them more engaged with their projects. 
· Students can research topics about sports, medicine, science, education, war, technology, and much more. 
· Help them use their personal interests to find their topic. 
· Attend archives field trips to KHS where students can research projects or sign up for an NHD field trip that will teach students how to read and analyze primary sources. 
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Your students do not have to compete at a contest in order to complete a History Day project. We encourage you to consider displaying the projects at the school level, a local historical organization or a library. We will also feature an opportunity for your students to show their projects at the KJHS Conference.

Kentucky History Day Divisions 
Youth:  Grades 4-5
Junior:  Grades 6-8
Senior:  Grades 9-12
Youth Division (4th-5th grade)
The youth division competition, created specifically for KHD, will take place at the district competitions and KJHS Conference. The youth division competition is open to 4th-5th grade students. Participants in this division will not be able to advance to the national competition, as there is no elementary component at that level. Competition at the district level will not be required to advance to the state contest, but we encourage you to consider it so that your students have an opportunity to have their project reviewed before. 

Project Guidelines
· Students may work individually or in a group of up to five students.
· Can submit an exhibit, documentary or website.  
· To create a website, students should use www.nhd.weebly.com. 
· The topic needs to be related to the theme Rights and Responsibilities in History.

Judging Process
· Students will be assigned a specific judging time
· They will stay with their project while judges spend a few minutes review them
· Judges may take this time to ask students a few questions about their projects
· For example: 
· Why they chose their project?
· What was an interesting source they found?
· What was the most difficult part of their research?














Exhibit Design Activity

Objectives: 
· Using touchable artifacts or primary source documents, students will work in small groups to develop an exhibit.
· Students will think about what kind of story their artifact(s) tell and how they will present that to the viewer. 
· Students will develop a title, theme, and provide supporting evidence for their exhibit. 

Activity: This activity can be adjusted to suit your class needs. You can use less objects or arrange your groups in different ways.

Part 1: Collect and Catalog (Critical Thinking)

Groups of 2-3 : 1-3 primary sources per group

· Students will imagine that they are creating an exhibit for a museum. They will need to begin with an analysis of their artifact(s) in order to determine where and how it will fit in their exhibit.
· Students will work together to answer basic questions about their artifact(s). They will have to work to come to a consensus about what they believe each artifact is.
· Record your responses.

Observation Questions:
· What is this? Identify the object.
· When, where and how was it made and/or used? How do you know?
· Who used it?  Is this always the case?

Part 2: Interpret (Communication)

Groups of 5-6: 3-6 primary sources per group

· Using their now combined artifacts students will need to determine how their artifacts can relate to each other or how they differ.
· This will help them to determine how they want to use them in their exhibit.
· Use the following questions as guidelines. Record your answers.

Interpretation Questions:
· Are these things related?  How?
· How are they different?
· Is there a common connection in the people who made or used them?
· Can anyone see other ways these things are related?

Part 3: Presentation (Collaboration and Creativity)

Groups of 5-6 

· Students now need to put their artifacts together to form their exhibit: They should consider the following questions when arranging their artifacts.
· What do you want the viewer to learn from your exhibit? About a group of people? A time period? A place?
· What are some possible titles (themes) for the exhibition?  Be creative and prepare to explain why audiences will want to visit your exhibition.  What connections does it make with them?
· What are 2-3 main points that you want to make with your exhibit? Which artifacts support those main points?
· Students will then be asked a few questions about their exhibit, such as:
· Why did we do this?
· What could we have done differently?


Annual KJHS Awards List
Presented at conference awards ceremony, Saturday, April 26, 2013

Outstanding KJHS Member
This award will be presented to the member of KJHS who exhibits exceptional leadership and involvement in his or her local club or community.  It is not limited to local or state officers.  The award will be given based on the nomination form, which must be signed by the club sponsor.  A club may nominate one person for this award.  The member must be in good standing with his/her club and the state KJHS office.  Individual members must be nominated by a sponsoring adult.

Outstanding Youth KJHS Member
This award will be presented to the K-5 KJHS member who exhibits exceptional leadership and involvement in his or her local club. It is not limited to local or state officers.  The award will be given based on the nomination form, which must be signed by the club sponsor.  A club may nominate one person for this award.  The member must be in good standing with his/her chapter and the state KJHS office. Individual members must be nominated by a sponsoring adult.

KJHS Leadership Award
This award will be presented to a KJHS member who has been an active member for more than three years and served at least one year as an officer at the school or state level. The nominee will have demonstrated exceptional leadership and service to their club and to KJHS; through community service efforts, organizational leadership, consistent and dedicated participation in activities and events. 

Club of the Year
This award will be presented to a club of KJHS that has exhibited the greatest activity, dedication and involvement with the KJHS over the past year.  To be considered, your club must have kept regular contact with the KJHS state office throughout the year regarding your activities. 

Rookie Club of the Year
This award will be presented to the new KJHS club that has exhibited the greatest activity, dedication and involvement with the KJHS over the past year.  To be considered, your club must have kept regular contact with the KJHS state office throughout the year regarding your activities.

Sponsor of the Year
Local club officers and members may choose to nominate their sponsor for this award.  Award will be based on the sponsor’s promotion of club activities, demonstration of leadership skills and dedication to furthering KJHS’s purposes.
