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Interview Questions
· Why did you choose this topic to research?
· As you did your research, what surprised you the most about this topic?

· Why do you consider this topic significant?

· What was your most useful source, and why?

· What is the most important point you are trying to convey about your topic?

· What was your greatest difficulty or toughest challenge about doing the research for this project?

· How did your primary sources help you understand this topic?

· What were the biggest obstacles you experienced in doing this project?

· What do you think were the most important factors that caused _______ to occur?
· Is there anything else you would like to share about your topic that we didn’t ask you?

Do not ask students to provide a 15-20 minute rehearsed presentation of their projects. They are not expected to do this and will not have prepared to do so.

Do not ask questions about their personal lives (i.e. ethnicity, religion, etc.).
