Fellowship applications are due at KHS by September 1, 2015, with grantees to be notified by October 1, 2015, Grantees will be required to provide their Social Security numbers for tax purposes. Because of state regulations, Kentucky state employees are not eligible for these fellowships. (Kentucky public school teachers and state university employees are eligible, however.) Awardees are welcome to apply for research support as needed. However, awards will not be given to the same recipient in consecutive years.

Applicants must submit a curriculum vitae and prospectus. The prospectus should describe your current project and its significance, emphasizing how it would benefit from research at KHS. Include a project overview, theoretical perspectives, sources, methods, work completed to date, necessity of KHS collections research, significance, bibliography. 

In this description make sure to cover the following points:
•	What is the end product of your project?
•	What KHS collections or resources will aid you?
•	How will these resources contribute to your project?
•	What assets necessary to your project are not at KHS?
•	How much time do you intend to spend at KHS?
•	What is the estimated timetable for your project?

The application should include detailed discussion of relevant materials found in the Library Collections Catalog, Library Digital Collections, Pass the Word oral history portal, and Museum Collections Object Catalog.
